Role and Purpose
Fields of Life is dependant on the generosity of the public to assist our work.  Without it, Fields of Life could not exist.  There are many good charities out there competing for a raised profile and donations, so people who are passionate about our work and are happy to communicate this message are a real asset to us.  There are loads of difference ways to raise money for Fields of Life, and to get others involved, encouraging them to care, be involved, and to give of themselves.  As a fundraiser, you will be involved in the preparation, organisation and running of fundraising events.  You will work with the public to raise awareness of Fields of Life’s work, aims and goals. Ultimately, your role is to increase the contributions of the general public by building relationships and exploring new and imaginative fundraising ideas, as well as organising more traditional activities.  
Suggested Activities
· Planning and organising a fundraising event, including choosing a suitable activity and organising dates, times, locations, who could get involved and help, a fundraising target and other logistics. Other necessary resources (e.g. leaflets, posters, tickets, etc) can be provided by Fields of Life if required.
· Running the fundraising event.

· Informing people about Fields of Life and why we need their support.

· Promoting your activity/event and encouraging others to attend or support. (Fields of Life can support his through out website and Facebook page).
· Thanking your supporters and anyone who helped you to carry out the activity. (Fields of Life can provide Certificate templates).
· Informing your supporters of where the money will be going to.

Time Required
The time requirement for this contribution to FOL will vary depending on your lifestyle and what sort of fundraising activities you wish to run.  It is recommended that you discuss your ideas, expectations, and time limitations with the Volunteer Co-ordinator, who will help to guide you regarding the best fit for your lifestyle.  You might like to commit to doing some kind of fundraising activity every month, or you may decide that four fundraisers a year would be more suitable for you.  You are free to plan, organise and run as many, or as few, events/activities as you wish.  The activity, the frequency and the level of commitment is entirely up to you.

What You Need
· Support for Fields of Life’s mission statement and core values

· Enthusiasm

· Good communication skills and good people skills
· Self-motivation

· Creativity

· Interest in contributing to the growth of Fields of Life

· Interest in encouraging others to get involved.
Orientation and Training 
All volunteers will receive an hour-long Orientation Session on Fields of Life and your volunteer role.  This will be carried out by the Volunteer Co-ordinator, who will tell you all you need to know about the organisation, its mission, ethos, aims and goals, as well as the structure of the organisation and how it is run from day to day.  You will also talk about your role within the organisation and how you can contribute to its aims.  This will also be an opportunity to discuss and finalise your commitment to the role, and to talk over any questions or queries you may have.

Training is more specific than orientation.  Where necessary, you will receive specific training to provide you with the information and skills necessary to perform your volunteer assignment.  Training for this role will be offered, including training on areas such as presentation skills, putting together a Fields of Life presentation, promoting your event and running a successful fundraising event.  You will receive a Fundraiser’s Pack to assist with your training.
How Fields of Life will support you and how you will benefit
· You will have the satisfaction of knowing that the money you raise will make a difference to individuals and communities in East Africa.
· We will provide you with a Fundraising Pack (T-Shirt/Sponsorship Forms) and some helpful advice and information to get you started.  You will also receive an Orientation session about Fields of Life.

· We can provide training opportunities, such as how to start fundraising, fundraising ideas and tips, presentation skills and how to do a Fields of Life presentation.

· We will be on hand to give ongoing one-to-on support and advice.
· You become part of the Fields of Life family.

· You will be the first to receive up to date Fields of Life news, resources and publications.
· You will have the opportunity to meet new people, make new friends, develop your skills and have fun.
· You will gain knowledge about the needs of each of the East African countries in which Fields of Life work.
· We will be able to come and speak at a fundraising event if you wish.

· You are free to choose where the raised money goes.
· We will advertise your fundraising events on the Fields of Life website/Facebook page.
