Role and Purpose
Praying for us is a powerful way to assist the work of Fields of Life.  We are a Christian organisation, so at the forefront of all we do is prayer and seeking God's guidance in our mission and work are at the forefront of all we do.  Without prayer, and without wisdom and direction from God, we can do nothing.  We depend on God for support, guidance and strategy.  As the work grows and develops in East Africa, we are conscious of the need for intercessors to prayerfully support and encourage us as we face many challenges and obstacles in the work.  You may not be able to visit the countries in person, but through prayer, you can still effect change. 

To carry out this role we will provide you with our monthly prayer letter via email or post. You will arrange and lead prayer meetings.  Creative ideas for meetings are very welcome!

Suggested Activities
· Organise and lead prayer meetings – this will include arranging dates, times, locations, content of the meeting and who could be involved.

· Gather together suitable resources for meetings, for example the latest FOL prayer letter.

· Promote the meeting, inform people of the power of prayer, and encourage people to attend.

Time Required

We would like you to aim to organise and lead three prayer meetings a year.  Each prayer meeting will require an evening of your time, and we recommend that meetings last 45 minutes to an hour.  You will also need time for planning and preparation before the meeting.   
What You Need
· Commitment to Fields of Life’s Basis of Faith, mission statement and core values
· Belief in the power of prayer
· Interest in encouraging others to get involved

· Good communication skills

· Self-motivation

· Good organisational skills
Orientation and Training
All volunteers will receive an hour-long Orientation Session on Fields of Life and your volunteer role.  This will be carried out by the Volunteer Co-ordinator, who will tell you all you need to know about the organisation, its mission, ethos, aims and goals, as well as the structure of the organisation and how it is run from day to day.  You will also talk about your role within the organisation and how you can contribute to its aims.  This will also be an opportunity to discuss and finalise your commitment to the role, and to talk over any questions or queries you may have.

Training is more specific than orientation.  Where necessary, you will receive specific training to provide you with the information and skills necessary to perform your volunteer assignment.  Training for this role will be offered, including how to start up a prayer meeting and keep them going, how to structure your prayer meeting, creativity in meetings, presentation skills, and how to do a Fields of Life presentation.

· We will provide you with our monthly prayer letter. 
· We will advertise your prayer meetings on our website, and inform our current prayer supporters of them.
· You will get great satisfaction from serving others and knowing that, through prayer, you are making a difference to individuals and communities in East Africa.  
· We will provide you with a Volunteer Pack and orientation about Fields of Life, plus training if necessary, to help you get started and carry out your role as effectively as possible. 
· We will be on hand to give ongoing one-to-on support and advice.
· You become part of the Fields of Life family.

· You will be the first to receive up to date Fields of Life news, resources and publications.
· You will have the opportunity to meet new people, make new friends, develop your skills and have fun.
· You will gain knowledge about the needs of each of the East African countries in which Fields of Life work.
· We will be able to come and speak at a church service or to a prayer group if you wished.
